Scheme target: network and vehicles

Iocal authorities network when trafic shift is expected due either to:

 Existing toll on motorway in France or in neighbouring
countries (eg Alsace)

e Effect of new taxation on the national road network




The national

8500 km




Distance based scheme: calculation

need to identify used network (ssmple swiss tachograph
use not sufficient)

» Locating points easier than complete path tracking (even with GPS)
Network split into sections defined as road segments
between two public intersections

« Managing collection cost




Level of the tax

Vehicle class defined according to aggressivity in a practical way
(mainly on axle number)

Tax level differentiation according to Euro category of vehicules or
congestion periods




Interoperability

« Single contract between clients and toll or tax chargers, and single
invoice for tax and tolls
« Contract issuers agreement procedure by the French State

automatic enforcement

* French State will remain in charge of :
manual enforcement
